AND ALL LOTS ARE SUBJECT TO THE DEED RESTRICTIONS AND COVENANTS AS RECORDED IN THE PALM BEACH COUNTY

___________________________________________________________________________________________________________________
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ARTICLE I  Nuisance 

 
1.  NUISANCE 
 

An act or deed of any kind or nature which may be considered to be a nuisance per  se 
or otherwise, under the Laws of the State of Florida, or the ordinances of the City of 
Riviera Beach, or such as shall  interfere with the peaceful and proper use of the 
campground shall be prohibited.  We expect the VIR community to live in peace and 
harmony, and just because there is no rule prohibiting something does not make it 
acceptable.  Each of us is expected not to be a nuisance to our neighbors or blight to our 
neighborhood. 
 

  
ARTICLE II General Provisions 

 
1.  COMPLAINTS AND MAINTENANCE REQUESTS 
 

A.  All requests, inquiries, work orders and complaints shall be submitted in writing at the offices of the  Resort. 
 
       B.  Maintenance personnel shall not be asked to perform any services. 
 
2.  VEHICLE OPERATION 
 

A. The maximum speed on any road or path within the Resort shall be 10 MPH. 
 
 

B. All vehicular signs (stop, one way, no parking, etc.) shall be adhered to. 
 
3.  PETS 
 

A. All pets shall be on a  leash capable of  maintaining  control and   shall  be under  the  direct  control  and supervision of 
a proper person at all times. 

 
B. Owners shall pick up and dispose of all droppings in either provided common area containers or in a sanitary manner 

for rubbish pickup  This is a zero tolerance policy and fines will be levied for non-compliance. 
 

C. Pets shall not be left outside and unattended or permitted to become a nuisance to the general populace due to loud and 
continuous barking either inside or outside the coach. 

 
D. Pets shall be strictly prohibited in the pool areas, tennis courts, owners’ club house, recreation hall, laundry, shower 

rooms and office.  
 
 
4.  WASTE REMOVAL 

 
A. All household rubbish and refuse shall be contained in tied plastic bags and placed at road edge by 1:00 p.m. for  

 pick-up each day. 
 
B. Garden waste and vegetation trimmings may be placed out no earlier than one day before scheduled pick-up on 

Wednesdays of each week. 
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C. Waste materials placed for pick-up shall be on the drive areas so as not to be interference to mowing and other 
maintenance. 

 
D. Only household waste, generated on a daily basis, on a given Lot, shall be placed for pick-up. 

 
E. Other trash shall not be placed for ordinary pick-up, but may be picked up by special arrangement at the discretion of 

the manager. 
 
5.  SANITATION 
 

A. Sewerage disposal from a unit shall be by means of an industry accepted sewer hose to the Resort  sewerage system. 
 

B. All sewer hoses shall be sealed by a rubber donut or other sealing device at the point of connection to the Resort  
 system. 
 

C. Discharge of effluents and/or chemicals of any kind or nature upon the ground is absolutely prohibited. 
 
6.  QUIET HOURS 

 
A. Quiet hours shall be maintained from 10:00 p.m. until 8:00 a.m. 

 
B. There shall be no pressure washing, cleaning of pads, cutting of trees or operation of noisy power equipment on  

 Sunday. 
 
7.  FIRES 
 

A. Campfires and/or burning of natural materials are absolutely prohibited. 
 
B. Gas grills and gas campfire burners shall be permitted, provided the same shall have legs and be free-standing. 

 
8.  SOLICITATION 
 

A. Solicitation for, or the operation of, any commercial activity is prohibited. 
 

B. “For sale” signs shall not be allowed on or about any vehicles, recreational vehicles, Lots, or elsewhere within the 
Resort. 

 
9.  SMOKING  

 
A. Smoking of tobacco or other substances is prohibited in all VIR Buildings. 

 
B.  Smoking on common property shall be permitted only in designated areas outside of buildings.  Smokers are required 

to use the provided receptacles to discard all smoking materials. 

 
10. REGISTRATION 
 

A. All owners’ vehicles and RVs  shall be registered at the office and shall bear an identification decal  issued by the 
Association. 

 
B. All renters and overnight guests shall  register at the Association Office immediately upon entry into the Park. 

 They shall display the provided visitor’s pass on both their vehicle and/or RV at all times. 
 

11. SECURITY GATE ACCESS 

 

A. The security gate can be operated using either a special card or a remote transmitter obtained from the association 

office.  One card is issued to each lot owner.  A second card or a  remote are available for purchase   Cards and 
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remote transmitters are lot number identified and should be given/sold to the new owner or tuned over to the office 

when the lot is sold.   Otherwise, access to the resort will be denied via the control system. 

B. The use of a gate-access device by other than immediate family members, or a registered guest, is forbidden except for 

hardship cases documented by the lot owner and approved by the manager. 

  
 
 ARTICLE III 
 Parking  
  (See also ARTICLE IV on Personal  Conveyances) 
 
1.  PRIVATE  LOT 
 

A. No more than one (1) R.V. unit and one (1) car shall be permitted on any given Lot. 
 
B. The car can not occupy any space other than the first 20 feet of the driveway. 

 
 
2.  PARKING IN  PUBLIC AREAS 
 

A. Parking spaces at each bath house/laundry, office, swimming pools, tennis courts, and other common areas or as  
 designated by signage shall be used strictly in accordance with the signage thereon. Violators will be towed. 
 

B. No vehicles shall be parked longer than twenty four (24) hours in the common parking areas.  Moving vehicles once 

every 24 hours, in a pseudo checkers game, will be viewed as NOT complying with this rule. Improperly parked 

vehicles will be towed at the owner’s expense 

 
C. Parking (in excess of fifteen (15) minutes) on any street or public right of way is prohibited. 
 
D. The parking of or standing motor vehicles in front of the entrances to the office or other common facilities is 

prohibited. 
 
3.  CAR DOLLIES 
 

Car dollies and other towing apparatus may be placed on pads either directly in front of, or to the rear of the R.V.   
 only.  At no time shall the same be placed upon the grass or patio area. 
 
 
4.  PATIOS 
 

A. Cars shall not be parked or stored on the patio portion of any Lot. 
 

B. No vehicle shall be parked on the grass area at any time. 
 
5.  OFF SITE PARKING 
 

A. No vehicle shall be parked on the Lot of another owner without written permission of that owner. 
 
 

ARTICLE IV 
 Personal Conveyances 
 (See also ARTICLE III on Parking) 
 1. GOLF CARTS 
 

A.  The use of golf carts shall be limited to the transportation of persons with restricted mobility, upon the approval in 
writing of the manager. 
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B. All golf carts shall be powered by electric motors. 

 
C. The person(s) having restricted mobility shall be in the golf cart at all times during its operation. 
 
D. All golf carts shall have headlights and rear reflectors. 

 
E. All golf carts shall be legally parked as provided in these rules and shall not be parked on the grass at any time. 

 
 2. BICYCLES 
 

A. All bicycles shall be operated in accordance with the traffic rules and regulations in effect in the Resort. 
 
B. All bicycles shall have a headlight and rear reflector when operated after dusk (a hand held flashlight is permissible.) 

 
 3. MOTORIZED CYCLES AND SCOOTERS 
 

A. All motorcycles and scooters shall be operated only by a state licensed driver. 
 

B. All motorcycles  shall have current license plates. 
 

C. All motorcycles and scooters shall be covered by proper liability insurance. 
 

D. Motorcycles and scooters shall not be operated between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. except for purposes  
  of traveling directly between an owner’s site and the main gate. 
 

E. All motorcycles and scooters shall have muffler systems which meet the noise abatement requirements of Palm Beach 
County. 

 
F. Repair of motorcycles and motor scooters in the park shall be strictly prohibited. 
 
G.  No more than two motorcycles or scooters can be parked on the owner’s lot. 

 
 4. SKATEBOARDS, ROLLER SKATES AND ROLLER BLADES 
 

A. The use of skateboards within the Resort is strictly prohibited. 
 

B. Roller skates and roller blades shall not be permitted on any sidewalk within the Resort. 
 

C. The use of roller blades and/or roller skates shall be prohibited from sunset until  sunup. 
  
 
 

ARTICLE V 
 Private Lots 
 
1.  STRUCTURES 
 

A. There shall be no structure placed on a Lot which is permanent or semi-permanent in nature provided that one  storage 
box shall be permitted subject to the following restrictions:  

 
1. Storage boxes shall be of “Rubbermaid” manufacture. 
2. Storage boxes shall normally be installed at the center of a Lot at the edge of the patio facing the  

recreational vehicle.  If this is not feasible, then at a location approved by the Manager. 
3. Storage boxes shall be a maximum of five feet in length, four feet in height, and two and one half feet      in 
    depth. 

    4. Storage boxes may have electrical outlets but under no circumstances, shall they contain plumbing      or 
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water or sewer services. 
5. Storage boxes shall be anchored securely to the patio for hurricane protection and shall be screened     

completely by plantings. 
6. No storage box shall be installed or placed unless and until an approved application in writing has       been 

signed by the manager. 
 

B. The existing wooden storage structure/picnic platform may be maintained but not replaced. 
 

C. Stand-alone screen tents/rooms/gazebos or dining flies are prohibited. 
 
D. Commercially constructed Barbeque grill enclosures and kitchen type structures with a maximum of 16 linear  feet may 

be temporarily installed  upon prior approval of the Manager of all of the details and dimensions.     These structures 
must be on wheels and must be strapped down during the Hurricane season.  

 
E. Additional outside patio appliances are limited to one small patio refrigerator. 

 
2.  APPEARANCE    

 
A Lot and all personal property thereon  shall be maintained  in a neat and orderly condition  at all times (this is defined as a 
condition that is not  detracting to the value of the Lot, as  well as adjoining Lots, i.e. clean pads and  patios, removal  of dead  
trees and  shrubbery.  (See  also ARTICLE IX 4 &5 of  this document.) 

 
 
3.  PAD CLEANING 
 

All pads and patios shall be thoroughly  cleaned so as to be free of all mold, algae, and dirt  no sooner  than  September  first 
(1st)  nor  later  than  December  fifteenth (15th)  of  each  calendar  year. Lots not  completely cleaned during  this time frame 
will be cleaned by a commercial cleaning contractor at the prevailing rate at the time.  This cost will appear on the  individual lot 
owner’s maintenance account. 

 
4.  CLOTHES DRYING 
 

Clothes lines, racks and the out door drying of any laundry are absolutely forbidden. 
 
5.  VEHICLE MAINTENANCE 
 

All mechanical repair and maintenance on motor vehicles is prohibited (i.e. oil changes, tune-ups, repair, etc.) 
 
6.  WHEEL COVERS 
 

A. Wheel covers may be installed provided such covers shall be of a commercially available type generally accepted  
 as standard in the R.V. industry. 
 

B. Sheets of plywood, plastic sheets, paper, and picnic tables are prohibited as a wheel  cover. 
 
7.  WINDOW COVERS 
 

The use of protective materials in the windows of an R.V. is prohibited unless it is installed and maintained in an appropriate 
manner.. 

 
8.  ATTACHMENTS 
 

A. Car ports, rigid awnings, or any type of permanent extended awning are not permitted. 
 

B. Existing screen rooms  on lots 74, 202, 208, 308, 518, 533, and 556 shall be allowed, but can not be subject to major 

repair.  Major repairs, including structural will require the screen room to be removed permanently.  If lot or unit  is 

sold, screen room must be removed permanently..  
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9.  PAD COATINGS 
 

A written approved permit shall be obtained from the manager prior to the commencement of any work.  Color sealing and/or coating of 
patios, walk ways and/or driveways, shall be allowed, subject to the limitations in #10 PAD AND PATIO SIZE below, and to the following 
conditions: 

 
A.  The entire pad, and/or patio and walk way shall be coated in a complete and consistent manner. 
 
B.  Only Board approved manufacturers products shall be allowed.  

 
C.  All installations shall be of high quality and completed timely in such a fashion as not to be offensive in nature. 
 
D.    The owner(s) shall be responsible for an acceptable finished product as described in the approved work order. Should the finished 

product be non-conforming or not in accordance with the approved work order, the work performed shall be removed or re-
accomplished to conform to the approved work order at no cost to VIR. 

 

10.  PAD AND PATIO SIZE 
  

A. We are constrained by water usage rules about the amount of impervious ground cover we can have at VIR.   Our usage of the pond 
at the east end of the park for our sprinklers is contingent upon this.  Under no circumstances shall there be any addition, 
modification, alteration, or removal of any cement or block or pavers on any Lot until an appropriate written plan has been filed and 
the manager’s approval stamped thereon.  Owners may request adding cement and or pavers (a.k.a. cement stepping blocks) to 
expand the size of their driveways and patio with the following caveats: 

 
a.  If any cement, pavers or impervious surface beyond the size of the original cement driveway and patio is added by 

the owner, VIR may at any time remove concrete, pavers, and/or impervious cover to gain access to utility lines.  
Removal and replacement of any additions will be at the complete expense of the owner and not at the expense of 
VIR.. 

 
b. All additions, (cement, pavers, etc.) should be at a 1/8 inch per foot pitch to allow for proper drainage. 

 
c. The driveway and parking pad may be extended at the back, provided that total pad length shall not exceed sixty-five 

(65) feet on interior lots (i.e. those lots that are back to back) and not extend closer than three (3) feet from the lot 
line.  On Perimeter lots (i.e. those lots with the rear extending to the exterior of the park) and lots with the rear of the 
lot facing the boulevard, the pad may be extended commensurate with the length of the lot, but not closer than 3 three 
feet from the lot line or 75 feet in total length.  The following restrictions apply to all extensions: 
 
i. Extensions to the driveway and parking pad may not extend any closer than three (3) feet to sidewalks 

and/or roadways, and  
ii.  Irrespective of any approved driveway extensions, a minimum of six (6) feet must be maintained between 

the rear of any two adjacent RV units.  The Manager’s decisions and any reason for approval and/or 
disapproval, on the extensions of driveway and parking pads will be documented on the work order request. 

 
d. The “driver’s side” of the drive way may be extended for up to 4 feet wide from the original drive pad. This “driver’s side 

addition” can be no more than 45 feet long from the back of the drive.  This may not be possible on all lots depending 
upon the size of the lot 

 
e. Depending upon the size of the lot, the patio can be no more than 400 square feet maximum in impervious cover such as 

concrete or sealed block.   There must be at least a 3 foot vegetation border on the passenger side of the lot between a 
patio and a line 5 foot from the original driveway on the driver’s side of the lot next door.  This rule may limit the size of 
a patio to less than the 400 square foot limit.    

 
f. The following statement must be included (in bold type and signed by the owner) on all approved work orders requesting 

expansion of parking pad and/or patio size.  “This work order is approved with the understanding and agreement on 
the part of the lot owner that VIR may at any time remove concrete, pavers, and or impervious cover to gain access 
to utility lines.  Removal and Replacement of any additions will be at the complete expense of the owner and not at 
the expense of VIR.” 

 
 

NOTE:  Items 9 and 10 above were revised by the Board on 02/26/2008. 
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11.  WILDLIFE 
 

The feeding of wildlife is prohibited at VIR 
 

 
12. TRIMMING OF VEGETATION    
 

All  palm trees  in excess of fourteen (14 ) feet in vertical height shall be trimmed of all dead vegetation, seed pods, coconuts and 
other unsightly growth as well as such  vegetation that may be encroaching on or interfering with adjoining Lots and/or common 
 areas, between July 31 and September 15 of each year.  

ARTICLE VI 
                                                                                       Landscaping 
 
1.  PLANTING 
 

A. The planting, removal, location, as well as the kind and size of any tree and/or shrubbery  shall be permitted only after 
the approval of a written plan by the manger. 

 
B. The following species of trees, plants and/or other vegetation shall not be planted or brought into the Resort in any 

form; any fruit tree or vegetable producing plant, Melaleuca, Punk Tree or Paper Tree (Melaleuca Quinquenervia), 
Brazilian Pepper or Florida Holly (Schinus Teribinthifolius), Australian Pine (Casuarina Spp.), Earleaf Acacia (Acacia 
Auriculiformis), Kudzu (Pueraria Montana [P. Lobata]), Small Leaf Climbing Fern (Lygodium Microphyllum), Air 
Potato Vine (Dioscorea Bulbifera), Carrotwood (Cupaniopsis Anacardiodes), Schefflera (Schefflera Actinophylla), 
Banyan (Ficus Bengalensis {tree}), Bishop Wood (Bischofia Javinica {tree}), Cat’s Claw (Mimosa Pigra {tree}), 
Chinese Tallow Tree (Sapium Sebiferum {tree}), Cork Tree (Thespesia Pubulnea), Downy Rose Myrtle (Rhodomyrtus 
Tomentosus {shrub}]), Jasmine (Jasminum Dichotomum {shrub}), Java Plum (Syzygium Cumini {tree}), Lather Leaf 
(Colubrina Asiatica {vine}), Lofty Fig (Ficus Altissima {tree}), Mahoe (Hibiscus Tiliaceus {tree}), Shoebutton Ardisia 
(Ardisia Solanaceae {shrub}), Woman’s Tongue (Albizia Lebbeck {tree}), Norfolk Pine (Araucaria Excelsia {tree}), 
rose bushes, cactus, bougainvillea, and other thorny plants. 

C. Dead trees, shrubbery and vegetation shall be removed in a timely fashion or at the direction of the manager at the Lot 
owner’s expense.  

 
2.  PLANTING AREAS 
 
 

A. Edging material of a commercial available type specifically designed for use as a border shall be permitted provided 
that the same shall not protrude higher than five (5) inches above the ground.  Edging material shall be of concrete, 
plastic, or hard rubber material. 

 
B. The use of wood pegs or wood material as edging is prohibited. 

 
C.  Hedge material shall be maintained as closely as possible to a maximum of five (5) feet in height and three (3) feet in 

width.  
 

D. The use of aggregate, or small stones within or surrounding planting areas or elsewhere on Lot is strictly prohibited. 
 

E. The removal of trees in excess of ten (10) feet shall be performed by an insured contractor unless an exemption is 
granted by the manager. Adjoining Lot owners shall be notified at least one (1) day in advance of the removal. Stumps 
shall be removed to below ground level. The Lot owner shall be responsible for the removal of all residual materials. 

 
3.  FENCES / ANTENNAS 
 

A. Fences of any type are prohibited. 
 

B. Free standing antennas excluding satellite dishes are prohibited.    
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C. Two (2) 4” PVC posts and an attached chain across the driveways may be installed on a lot with the permission of the 
manager.  This installation is not considered a fence. 

 
4.  IRRIGATION SYSTEM 
 

A. The alteration, operation and/or maintenance of the master sprinkler system and/or any  sub-components of said  
  system by anyone is prohibited. 

 
B.           A single hose end sprinkler device only may be attached to the public water system and  operated for a maximum of  

four (4) hours per day for one week to irrigate newly planted vegetation and sod.  More extensive water usage must be 
pre-approved by the manager. 

 
C.           Local restrictions on water use will take procedure over B above. 

 

 

 ARTICLE VII 
 Lights and Electrical Work 
1.  APPROVAL 
 

Written approval from the manager shall be obtained prior to the installation of any lighting, low voltage or otherwise, or the 
performance of any electrical work.  However, the installation of these is the sole responsibility and/or liability of the owner.  
The park is not responsible for damage to these by mowing or routine maintenance by park. 

 
 

  
 ARTICLE VIII 
 Recreational Areas 
1. GENERAL  

 
A. No skates, roller blades, bicycles, food, drinks, chairs, or benches of any kind shall be permitted in any recreation  

  area unless provided by the Resort or with specific written approval of the manager. 
 

B. Recreation areas shall be used for the designed purpose only. 
 

C. Guests shall not use any recreational facility unless they or the owner are in residence in the park. 
 
 2. OWNERS’ CLUB HOUSE 
 

A. The VIR office is responsible for scheduling all use for the Owners Club House.  Continuing regularly scheduled 

events shall not be allowed on Friday or Saturday nights 

 
B. The use of the Owners’ Club House shall be for the benefit of all Lot owners. 

 
C. All equipment in the Owner’s Club House shall be for the benefit of all Lot owners. 

 
D. Children under the age of 18 years shall not be permitted in the Owners’ Club House unless accompanied by an  

  owner parent. 
 

E. All guests shall be accompanied by a Lot owner. (Adult children of owners shall be considered as guests). 
 

F. The Lot owner shall be responsible for the actions of his guests and for any damage to the Club House facilities. 
 

G. Lot owners shall not duplicate keys nor provide the combination or use of a key to any other person. 
 

H. Furnishings, equipment and/or supplies shall not be removed from the Owners’ Club House, and shall not be removed 
from the room where it is placed or it originates (if more tables and chairs are needed, arrangements shall be made with 
the office.) 
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I. Reservations of the Owners’ Club House by a Lot owner shall be permitted upon  written approval of the manager  

  for purposes of a private function subject to the following: 
 

i. The private function shall not interfere with the normal pre-reserved use of the facility. 
ii. Only one room in the Owners’ Club House may be reserved at any given time.  
iii. The exercise room, t.v. room, or sauna shall not be available for private functions.  
iv. The Owners’ Club House shall not be reserved for a function of a similar nature to or conflicts  

    with a VIR Activities Committee sponsored function or party scheduled for the same time in  
    any VIR facility. 

v. Reservations shall be made at least five (5) days in advance of the planned event.   
   vi. The Owners’ Club House shall not be used by outside organizations. 

vii. A cash deposit of $50.00 shall be required for all reservations (if in the sole opinion  of the   Resort 
manager that  the  facilities  require no additional or extraordinary cleaning, then the funds deposited 
shall be refunded). 

                              viii. The maximum occupancy for a reserved function shall be limited to 20 persons for the upstairs room 
and 40 persons for the downstairs room, including the porch. 

 ix. A copy of this rule shall be distributed with each reservation. 
 

J.  Noise shall be kept to a minimum so as not to interfere with other users of the facility (keep in mind that you are sharing 
the building with others). 

 
 
3. RECREATION HALL 
 
 

A. The VIR office is responsible for scheduling all use for the Rec Hall Club House.   

 

B.         The Rec Hall is for use of VIR owners for park-related activities.  While we discourage the use of the Rec Hall for 

private parties involving outside guests, these events may be considered at the discretion of the manager.  Any such 

approval may include additional restrictions along with the above.   

 

 
C. No furniture, furnishings, equipment or supplies shall be removed. 

 
D. Private functions may be held in the Recreation Hall with written approval of the manager  subject to the following: 

 
i. The private function does not interfere with the normal or scheduled  use of the facility. 
ii. Reservations shall be made five (5) days in advance. 
iii. The Recreation Hall shall not be used by outside organizations. 
iv. A cash deposit of $100.00 shall be required for all reservations (if in the sole opinion of the R  

    Resort manager that the facilities require no additional or extraordinary cleaning, then the funds  
    deposited shall be refunded). 

v. The Lot owner shall be responsible for the behavior of his guests and any resulting damage. 
vi. All cups, plastic utensils and paper products in hall are the property of the Activities Committee, 

and are NOT to be used for private functions. 

 
 
4. SWIMMING POOLS AND RELATED FACILITIES 
 

A. Children under fourteen (14) years of age in the pool area must  be accompanied by an  adult. 
 

 
B. All children in the pool area who are not toilet trained shall be diapered and have tight  fitting rubber pants under  

  proper bathing attire. 
 

C. Floating chairs, air mattresses and other large objects shall be prohibited in the pools. 
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D. The throwing of objects of any kind within the pool areas is strictly prohibited. 

 
E. Glass containers and food shall not be permitted in or near the pool or hot tub spas areas. 

 
F. Running, diving, jumping, and/or horse play of any kind shall be prohibited. 

 
G. No soaps, shampoos, oils, lotions, pets or foreign objects of any kind shall be permitted in either the pools or the  

  hot tub spas. 
 
H. Children under sixteen  (16) years of age shall not be permitted in or about the hot tub spas at any time. 

 
I. The maximum occupancy of a hot tub spas shall be three (3) persons. 

 
5.  HEALTH CLUB 
 
Use of the Owners’ Health Club and exercise facilities shall be in strict compliance with the following: 

 
A.  Guests shall be accompanied by an owner at all times. 

 
B. Users shall be 21 years of age, or older. 
 
C. Users shall not exceed 350 pounds of body weight. 

 
D. Use of appropriate exercise attire is required. No wet swim wear shall be permitted in the room. 

 
E. Use of a piece of equipment is limited to 30 minutes maximum if someone is waiting. 
 
F. The contact areas of a piece of equipment shall be wiped after each use. 

 
G. All equipment and settings shall be returned to the original or neutral setting after use. 
 
H. Renters may obtain, with a deposit to be determined by the manager, a key to use the facilities. 

 
6.  PETANQUE COURT 
 

A. Use of the courts is strictly limited to the game of petanque. 

B. Players shall rake each court after each use and the court light located on the side of the owner’s club shall be turned off 
if used. 

C. Play shall terminate at 10:00, consistent with quiet hours. 

  
 
 
 ARTICLE IX 
 Motor homes, Trailers and Recreational Vehicles 
 
1.  Standard and Entry into the Park 
 

A.  Vacation Inn is required to be maintained as a luxury recreational vehicle resort, as documented in the 

Restrictive Covenants. The Board of Directors has the fiduciary responsibility to establish and maintain 

standards which will reasonably insure the Resort continues as a luxury facility.  VIR has the right to refuse 
entry into the park any unit which does not meet these standards. The type, age, condition and overall 
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appearance of the recreational vehicles located herein are important factors in maintaining the luxury 

mandate. The purpose of this instruction is to define applicable standards and methods for obtaining 

compliance.   

 

B.  All units entering the Resort after the date of adoption hereof (March 26,2007), shall be approved by the 
manager prior to being placed on any lot. 
 

C.  Prohibited Recreational Vehicles are Hybrids, Folding Camping Trailers (pop-up or tent trailers) and Truck 

Campers. Any unit identified as a “park model” and/or “park trailer” by either the manufacturer or the Resort 
Manager shall be prohibited. Only fully self contained Class B units commonly known as van campers or 

conversion vans are prohibited if they occupy a lot with another camping vehicle. Also, prohibited is any unit 

which would be considered bizarre (dictionary definition) by persons familiar with the normal configuration of 

such units.  
 

D.  Acceptable Recreation Vehicles (RV’s or units) are defined as modern, branded factory manufactured motor 

homes, conventional fifth wheel, and travel trailers which are in accordance with Association governing 

documents. Also included are professionally completed bus conversion units. 

 

  E.  Age restrictions: 

i.  Towable units older than (10) model years shall not be brought into, acquired, sold or gifted for 

use within the Resort.   

 

ii.  Motorized units older than (10) model years shall not be brought into,  acquired, sold or gifted 

for use within the Resort  without prior written permission by the Board of Directors.  

Examples of acceptable older units may include, but are not limited to, professionally restored 

units such as motor coaches produced by Newell or Bluebird, high end bus conversions. 

 

iii.  Owners contemplating such purchases or sales shall notify the Board of their intention a 

minimum of two weeks prior to making any commitment.  

 

 
2.  ADDITIONAL RULES FOR UNITS at VIR 
 

 A.  Motor homes shall not exceed forty-five (45) feet in length (defined by manufacturer’s specification) and one-hundred-two 
(102) inches in width, exclusive of slide outs. 

 
B.  All trailers and other recreational vehicles shall have either an RVIA seal or meet the following requirements: 

 
i. Fifth wheels shall not exceed forty (40) feet in length or a maximum of four-hundred (400) square 

feet, including slide outs.  
ii. Travel Trailers shall not exceed thirty-five (35) feet in length (box length) or a maximum of three-

hundred-twenty (320) square feet, including slide outs. 
iii. All trailers shall have rear bumpers and non-detachable tongues. 

 
C. All slide outs shall be electrically or hydraulically operated and self-supporting. 

 
 
D. All units shall have fully inflated tires and all wheels installed and operational at all times. 
 
E. All units shall have both one hundred ten (110) volt and twelve (12) volt electrical systems as normally found in self-
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contained RVs. 
 

F. All units shall have a marine/R.V. toilet with separate black and grey water holding tanks. 
 
G The operation of diesel fired aqua hot water heaters is permitted if  vented above the roof line and 

is not a nuisance to adjacent lot owners. 
 

H All units shall be maintained in a ready-to-move condition at all times 
 

 
I. Skirting of a Recreational Vehicle shall be limited to a solid color canvas or vinyl fabric of a type and design that is 

commonly used at Vacation Inn Resort. 
 

J. The use of any other type of material for skirting (wood, plastic, metal, paper, etc.) shall be strictly prohibited. 
 

K All skirting shall have the written approval of the manager before installation. 
 

3.  Placement of units on lots 
 
A. Blocks and other foundation materials shall not be permitted. 
 
B. The unit rear over-hang shall not extend farther than six (6) feet beyond the end of the parking pad on which the unit is 

located.  In no case will the over-hang Extend beyond the lot line, Please refer to requirement in 10.A.c.(ii) requiring a 
minimum of six (6) feet between any two adjacent RV units.  

 
C. The  unit over-hang shall be at least three (3) feet from any sidewalk. 

 
D.. Slide outs shall not extend more than three (3) feet beyond the edge of the original concrete pad upon which the unit is 

situated. 
 

NOTE:  Item 3 above was revised by the Board on 02/26/2008. 
 
 
4.  RECREATION VEHICLE  CONDITION AND APPEARANCE CRITERIA 
 

A. Units shall present an overall appearance that in no way detracts from the intent of maintaining a luxury 

resort. In addition to items previously listed, specific criteria shall include, but not be limited to the 

following: 

 

a. Exterior surfaces shall be maintained so as to be free of algae, mold or mildew, significant black 

streaking and free of severe chalking or fading. Applied graphics shall be properly adhered and 

free of severe fading or alligator effect. 

 

b.  Running gear shall be maintained so as to be road worthy at all times. Jacking mechanisms and 

undercarriage supports provided by the manufacturer shall be maintained in good operable 

condition, without rusting apparent to the occupants of adjacent lots. 

 

c. Exterior additions to the RV such as patio and window awnings, slide out room covers, etc. shall 

be mechanically operable, free of tearing, and not excessively faded. Perimeter skirting and 

window sun screen material shall be applied in a professional manner and be free of tearing. 

Permanently attached ladders shall be mechanically sound and free of significant surface 
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deterioration. 

 

d. Interior window treatments, blinds, shades, etc. visible from the outside shall not detract from the 

overall appearance of the unit. 

 

 

5.  Compliance Procedure  
 

A.     RV owners are strongly urged to voluntarily comply with the age, appearance and condition requirements 

described above, as problems typically develop over a significant period of time. All recreational vehicles 

will be checked at least once per year to determine continued compliance. In-season, checking will 

normally be performed by a “RV Appearance Committee” of lot owners appointed by the Board of 

Directors. Off-season checks will be performed by the Manager as considered necessary.  Failure to act 

will lead to mandatory enforcement action outlined as follows:  

 

a. The RV Appearance Committee will maintain continuing records to insure that each unit is 

checked on a yearly basis. Developing problems shall be regularly documented in an advisory 

letter to the vehicle owner describing the nature of the problem, and the need for compliance 

within a time frame consistent with the required work. The vehicle owner must inform the 

Committee within two weeks if they agree or disagree with the need for action. The Committee 

shall note the final disposition on each advisory letter, and request the Manager to make a 

determination in those cases where a rules violation may exist.  

 

b. The Manager will issue a violation notice requiring corrective action within a period consistent 

with the required work, when warranted. 

 

c. Failure to respond to a violation notice will cause the full Compliance and Default Operating 

Procedure to be invoked, including fines being levied or legal action as deemed appropriate, up to 

and including action which may cause either the owner or the Association to remove the RV from 

the Resort. 
 
 

ARTICLE X 
VIR PROCEDURE FOR OWNER RECORDS REQUESTS 

 

1.  Florida Statute  

 

Florida Statute 720.303(5) defines legal requirements covering the inspection and copying of association records by owners. 

This statute allows the association to adopt reasonable written rules governing the frequency, time, location, notice, records to 

be inspected, and the manner of inspection, but may not impose a requirement that a parcel owner demonstrate any proper 

purpose for the inspection, state any reason for the inspection, or limit a parcel owner’s right to inspect records to less than one 

8-hour business day per month. This procedure is written to be fully compliant with the statute, but 720.303 (5) should always be 

consulted when questions arise. 

 

2.    The procedure is as follows: 

 

A. Requests for copies of governing documents – A supply of these documents, including Covenants, By-Laws, Rules & 

Regulations, operating procedures and guidelines should normally be maintained and provided to owners or prospective 

owners, by the front desk, upon receiving a verbal request, without charge.  
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B.  Requests to inspect or copy other association documents – Owners, or their authorized agent, must submit all such 

requests, in writing, directly to the Park  Manager at the VIR office. This request should include the owners name, lot 

number, phone number, current date and description of the specific records to be inspected, or copies provided. A staff 

member will verify the date and enter the time of receipt. Detailed procedures for differing types of requests are as 

follows: 

 

                    a.   Requests to inspect records will be scheduled at a mutually acceptable time, normally within                                      

  10 business days. Inspection sessions will be limited to a maximum of 4 hours per day. The owner or authorized 

agent is at liberty to inspect any record, except as described  in (d) below. All records are to remain under direct 

control of the person supervising the inspection. Total inspection time is limited to 8 hours in a consecutive 30 day 

period. 

  

             b.   Requests for copies of specific records, up to 100 pages, will be reproduced  by a by a staff member, normally 

within 10 business days.  Payment of 25 cents per copy is required in advance and the owner will be notified the 

copies are ready for pickup.                                                        

                    

c. On requests for copies that exceed 100 pages, the work will be performed by a staff member normally within 10 

business days.  Payment of  50 cents per copy is required in advance and the owner will be notified the copies are 

ready for pickup. 

 

d.  The following records shall not be accessible to association members or their agents as provided by statute 

720.303 paragraphs (5)(c)(1-4): 

 

Any record protected by lawyer-client as fully described in sub-paragraph (1).  Information obtained by the 

association in connection with the approval of the lease, sale, or other transfer of a parcel.  Disciplinary, 

health, insurance and personnel records of the association’s employees.
